North Tyneside has applied for funding from our regional allocation from the Emergency 
Active Travel Fund (EATF). 
 
North Tyneside Council has so far received £427,489 from the regional Emergency Active 
Travel Fund (EATF) allocation of £2,262,000. 
 
The funding from EATF has been spent on implementing temporary road space schemes 
along our Coastal Strip and in several Town and District Centres including Park View – 
Whitley Bay, High Street West – Wallsend, North Shields Fish Quay, and Tynemouth 
Front Street. These schemes were all implemented on 1st July 2020.
