Averages are not recorded by the
Authority.

3. The Authority's Notice Processing software does not include a report that
provides data on the income generated from PCNs issued during a
specified period for the bus lanes. This information could only be retrieved
by interrogating the case folder of each individual PCN.

Therefore, this part of the request is refused under section 12 (1) Freedom
of Information Act 2000, since the cost of complying would exceed the
appropriate limit set out in the Freedom of Information and Data
Protection (Appropriate Limit and Fees) Regulations 2004.

In assessing the cost of complying, the costs attributable to officer time
involved in complying have been considered. Such costs are limited to
£450.00 under the Regulations, which equates to eighteen hours of officer
time.
