It is not possible to break down the exact funding for the refuge provision as the sum 
includes the provision of support services for non residents. An increase since 2015 is due 
to one provider providing an IDVA service alongside the refuge and support services. 
 
2. How many individual specialist domestic abuse refuge spaces have there been in your 
local authority area in each of the last eight financial years? 
 
There have been 8 units until 2011 and 14 units from 2014.
