2017, not discretionary relief given out under The Non-Domestic Rating (Discretionary 
Relief) Regulations 1989 – as this mainly relates to charities.

2017-2018 was distributed 

£238,501.15 as at 1 April 2018. 
 How much of the council’s allocated discretionary rates relief funding for the year 

2017-2018 remained unspent following the April 1 2018 cut-off point 
£71,498.85. 

 How many businesses received discretionary rates relief for the year 2017-2018
