 North Tyneside’s collected recycling waste is taken to our contractor in 
Wallsend. This waste is then distributed throughout the UK to recycling 
processors by the contractor.  
 

3) The distance in miles collected waste is transported to recycling centre, landfill, 
incinerators etc. and what proportion of waste is transported to those different 
places. 

 

 The distance waste is collected for both refuse and recycling is between 0 -10 
miles.  All refuse waste collected goes to our waste disposal contactor in North 
Shields and our recycling is taken to our recycling processor in Wallsend. 

 Each year, a maximum of 55,000 tonnes of all municipal waste is transported to 
the energy for waste plant in Teesside by the contractor, which is approximately 
40 miles.
