1.0 Summary / Purpose of Report

Once the Sub-Committee has reached a decision, the decision and reasons for
the decision must be given in accordance with the Licensing Act 2003 and the
Licensing Act 2003 (Hearings) Regulations 2005.

The Application for the Grant of a Premises Licence under Section 17 of The
Licensing Act 2003

The Application for Grant of the Premises Licence is made pursuant to Section 17
of the Licensing Act 2003 and the relevant Section of the Act dealing with the
determination of such an Application is contained in Section 18 of the Act.

The application for a premise licence is as follows:
1. Supply of Alcohol (on and off the premises), Exhibition of a Film, Live
Music, Recorded Music, Performance of Dance, Anything of a similar

description to live music, recorded music or performance of dance as
follows:

e Sunday — Thursday 11.00 — 02.00
e Friday and Saturday 11.00 — 03.00

2. Late night refreshment as follows:

e Sunday — Thursday 23.00 — 02.00
e Friday and Saturday 23.00 — 03.00

3. Non-standard timings as follows:

All licensable activities extended for a one hour period on the Friday, Saturday
and Sunday of a Bank Holiday weekend, Maundy Thursday, Christmas Eve,
Boxing Day and New Years Day

An additional hour on the day that GMT changes to BST. The licensable
activities specified in the licence may be provided from the end of the specified
finish times on any day which is New Year’s Eve to the beginning of the start
times on the following day (New Year’s Day)

3. Opening times

e Sunday — Thursday 11.00 — 02.30
e Friday and Saturday 11.00 — 03.30

Manhattans currently holds a premise licence which is attached at Appendix 5. If
this current application is granted the intention is to surrender the existing licence.

If the licence is granted this will be subject to Mandatory Conditions which are
attached at Appendix 4 of the report.
